10 YEARS LATER 
 
The attack of 9-11 took place ten years ago and anyone who was old enough to remember that 
day will never forget it.  It is a day which is etched in the minds of everyone who saw and heard 
the unbelievable news. 

 Observers cite many changes which have taken place in our country since that day.  Travel, 
the economy, immigration, wars in Iraq and Afghanistan, terrorist plots and actions around the 
world, politics, employment, groundswells for freedom in some Middle Eastern and African 
countries, and a more vigilant attitude toward protecting our country, our homes and our families have all been 
affected and influenced by this experience and its aftermath.  Some of our daily habits and ways of living have been 
affected as well.  In some cases, people are less trusting and more anxious about being in crowds.  Each of these areas 

invites further reflection.  However, some of the most relevant information, as far as the 
church is concerned, is just coming out now.  

         A collection of articles published this month in the journal American 
Psychologist  indicates that the psychological impact on people in New York was not as 
great as predicted.  Chaos reigned in the New York area after the World Trade Center 
towers fell. Counselors and therapists by the dozens volunteered their services, eager to 
relieve the suffering of anyone who looked stricken.  Freudian analysts installed themselves 

at fire stations to help firefighters.  Employee-assistance programs offered free therapy, warning of the consequences 
of letting people grieve on their own. 

 Some of those given treatment benefited, the review found, but others became annoyed or more upset.  A case

altruism makes people feel better," she said. 

 Researchers discovered the standard approach at the time, in which the therapist urges a distressed person to talk 
through the experience and emotions, backfires for many people. They plunge even deeper into anxiety and 
depression when forced to relive the mayhem.  Crisis-response teams now take a much less intense approach, teaching 
basic coping skills and having victims recount their experience only if it seems to help. 

 This research points to something that is very near to the hearts of Christians τ helping other people in ways that 
are truly helpful.  We all like to feel that we are helping people when we reach out to them τ especially those in 
need.  And, though most of the people we encounter have needs which are not as traumatic as what occurred on 9-11, 
there are some principles which speak to caregivers and care receivers in any situation:  

IƻƭŘ ǘƘŀǘ DƻŘΩǎ ƎǊŀŎŜ ƛǎ ŀŎǘƛǾŜ ƛƴ ŜǾŜǊȅƻƴŜΦ  People are created to be creative, resourceful, and whole and 
thus are capable of choosing their own way forward.  View people from the perspective that they are whole 
and able to martial their resources rather than broken and needing to be fixed.  

Listen to people first.  Ask open-ended questions and trust the person to determine what they want to 
address, what they may need, and their next steps.   

Be present with the person.  Meet them where they are.  Influence comes after they know that you are with 
them, believe in them, care about them, and want the best for them.  

 These principles flow from a Christ-centered understanding that care is expressed by the caregiver through respect 
and a willingness to learn and potentially be changed themselves.  We are about co-creating healing conversations with 
the people around us including those in need.  Insights derived from these articles in American Psychologist can help us 
be better at helping people discover what God intends for all of us.  These learnings carry the potential for the 
congregation of Towson UMC to have a positive impact on how we engage the people around us today.
